Peter	Nice close game, but I realised several turns ago I was not going to win and any vague thoughts of 2nd went out the window with Graham’s sabotage!  I think on balance that the purchase of the Erie was a mistake but I also did not want to see it with anyone else!



GM	Peter’s comment on the Erie represents a classic dilemma in a good game, supporting Mike’s assessment of the status of 1830.  There was something to fight for right to the end with the shenanigans in and around D20 for access to Boston and Graham successfully gained third place.  1856 is usually bracketed with 1830 but a number of current games seem to have an uneventful run to conclusion after coming out of the CGR formation.  Not all of them and there’s hope but the CGR is the defining moment whereas 1830 has repeated defining moments - not all expected of course - and you have to get enough of them right to win.  I’m relieved that a disappearing Gareth and the readjudication saga did not ruin the game and that interest was maintained to the end.  More games like this please … thanks to one and all.
