I must update the Minstrel companion web site at pages.eidosnet.co.uk/~18xx/ to contain game reports starting with Minstrel 216.  I imagine people visiting, finding the updated map for their game and thus having half the story of the adjudication and maybe finding it worse than nothing at all.  I could wait and only post the maps on the site after Minstrel has reached you but that seems perverse given the delivery powers of the web.  So - starting with the next Minstrel - I hope to get the reports into HTML format and posted on the site along with the maps as soon as possible after the adjudication has been completed.





There were two instances in games this time where - during a dealing round - players had provided both dealing orders and clear statements of their prime objective, but the orders didn’t cover a particular situation that arose.  If I had taken the orders literally they would both have done something that went against their prime objective, so I took the action that clearly matched the clear objective and clearly built on what had been done in previous turns.  So what am I saying?  It is always a good idea to tell me what you want to achieve but you have to provide both the objective and the detail orders.  I do need a clear idea of both what and how. An objective of “win the game” tells me what but not how; an objective of “gain control of another company” is still not good enough - I would need a preference list and details of how and under what conditions to attempt the takeover.  In my two instances this time both players had clearly put thought in and laid out their plans clearly so it was easy for me to decide what to do … and there’s the key.  Make it easy for the GM.  A principle to be with you throughout your postal gaming life.
