Willem has decided to drop out of his Minstrel games … which combined with a spate of late orders to throw my schedule.  So the paper Minstrel wasn’t done when my social life did a bit of unexpected burgeoning resulting in the lateness of this issue. 	Subs: Martin B +20 issues.





When a player drops out I normally run their companies neutrally and have them sell as many shares as possible in each dealing round (putting the certificate limit up as relevant). But we’re too near the end in two of the games … mainly because Willem’s position is desperate in both and thus I feel the need to advise players of how I will operate his position - which is essentially trying to avoid bankruptcy even if it means swapping a single train between two companies.  In 1856I10 Willem has one company which has no route.  I believe that if he gives the company a route he will quickly go bankrupt so he will not do that and will sell whatever he can in the dealing rounds (certificate limit to 14).  In 1830R10 he has two companies and no permanent train.  He will try to buy a permanent train - and I expect that he will succeed - and then swap it between companies as necessary.  In the dealing rounds he will try and hold on to the company with the train selling everything else that he can (certificate limit to 15).  Both of these games could end unsatisfactorily but that will actually be down to Willem’s lacklustre performance to date as his mind was elsewhere and at least he’s put us out his misery.  His position in 1830J11 will be taken by John Shelley - to whom grateful thanks.  





Also thanks to David Roffey whose orders were missing due a trip to Great Barrier Reef but he did them in double quick time on return only to find that they weren’t needed for 1856I10 and 1830R10.
