David	It looks like I must win now. This was an interesting game against a good class field and to win is

satisfying, although I did need some good fortune.  Jeff got such a good start with the GWR that I thought he might win easily.  1829 is a long game and it is usually possible to get back at the early leader and the other players realised this and started making life tough for Jeff in the only way they could - hitting the routes of the GNR and GER.  Eventually this worked out after Jeff missed some of the few openings he had, but I am not sure why I ended up on top of the heap - I always seemed to be struggling to get my MID going properly. 



It is not often I see the director of the MID win a game these days as you lose out at the start, but obviously there are a lot of other factors at work here. Tim and Alan were also well ahead of me at one stage but Alan lost any control when he sold LNWR while Tim seemed, if anything, to get too much control after selling them. Thanks to all and to Rob for his usual efficient GMing.



Finally some trivial notes about my MID which are unusual in my book: the price rose to the top of the chart; it never bought a train from another company or sold one or laid a station marker; it never had any routes in common with another company.�

Taking on the GWR was an act of desperation – possibly I might have avoided last place without it, but I doubt it.  An interesting game for all that – and I don’t recall seeing any game in which so many companies found their track development so utterly buggered.  Hats off to whoever won it.



GM	An absorbing game and thanks to all concerned.  Everybody kept involved as much as possible - for example Tim would have reduced the last SECR run to get another OR (and maybe catch Alan) if it had been possible.  Jeff did emerge as the one to beat and David had the companies that gave him the positioning to inherit the front place - but not too early.  Jeff’s company routes (although he might not dignify the GNR & GER track with that term) suited earlier trains and could not sustain his relative income when the 7 trains were about.  David won through a series of small advantages rather as a result of one sweeping achievement.  I enjoyed it and I think you did too.
