For some time now I have been running a game of 1856 using e-mail to receive the players’ orders and send out the results.  I’ve also been posting the results on a web page.  It was, from my point of view, a test as to the ease and feasibility of the concept.  Adjudication was by means of Rob Thomasson’s program which did all the hard work including production of an HTML page for the web.  Deadlines were Mondays and I usually managed to get the results out that evening.

The whole thing was a success and I’m now intending to widen the net, if you’ll excuse the phrase, and run more games.  I believe that I can manage to donate part of an evening a week to do this so could run three games with a deadline every three weeks or four games with a deadline every four weeks.
