This issue has been a long time coming.  I had to wait the longest time in recent, er, times for the last orders and once the rhythm had been lost it took me a while to get back to getting this out.  You’ll be getting it in time to pore over your games during the long weekend if nothing else to do occurs to you.





The new 1829 South start is after the 1856G12 report.  The next game will be an 1856 6 player if enough of you show interest – and a 5 player game if you don’t.  So, especially if you’re on the waiting list, let me know of you’re ready to start a 6 player or a 5 player 1856.





Meanwhile the girlfriend decided we’d do the Atkins diet (prompted by the desire to be more “comfortable” in a bikini).  This involves eating low enough levels of carbohydrates that the body goes into ketosis which means that it eats itself.  Fine, but it does have a go at the muscle as well as the fat.  So it was decided that I would be supportive and join in (even though I had expressed no desire to be comfortable in a bikini) but we’d need to exercise more (that is, at all) and take vitamin supplements.  The first stage is 14 days and it also means no caffeine.  Atkins seems to be silent on alcohol (I didn’t really read the book) but it seemed we could fit some wine into the 20gm of carbs allowed each day in that first fortnight.  





Which finishes today Saturday … although she cracked on the second Thursday and we sinfully ate pasta.  Basically this diet is dead boring - all the meat, fish, eggs and cheese you want.  But no rice, pasta, potatoes, bread, sugars, many vegetables, fruit and so forth.  One ordinary slice of white bread has 20gm of carbohydrates and a pint of draught bitter has 13.  Through most of the first week I felt “weird” – not surprising that we had suddenly cut out all caffeine and sugars and reduce the alcohol intake.  And over that week we did both lose 7 or 8 pounds.  But I actually feel better right now, certainly well enough to do Minstrel.  Obviously various factors at work here, and ignoring the extreme nature of the diet I have eaten less and better, drunk no caffeine and had less alcohol.  





But I won’t stay with it … the idea is you gradually increase your carbohydrate intake to reach a point where your body has lost enough weight and is now in balance.  But it’s tiresome standing in a supermarket reading the nutrition information and adding carbohydrate grams in your head to work out which combination of salad and dressing will fit within the allowance left after having a tomato (small) and five mushrooms (button).  Plus you need a book for those things that aren’t labelled.  And the whole concept runs counter to the conventional wisdom (fats are encouraged) and most so most foods described as “healthy” are out.  The answer is, of course, a sensible, balanced diet and proper exercise.  With exceptions – of course.
