Keith was the last of my original subscribers and never missed a deadline in those 22 years.  He lived for beer, cigarettes and games and my strongest memory of him is the night that he, John Webley & Mick Haytack made up a team for the MidCon quiz.  It became a standing joke that the other teams needed – to stand any chance against this formidable team – to get John & Mick drunk and to keep Keith off the beer.  After their victory the four of us played Elfenroads too far into the small hours.





Keith was a constant – always courteous, aware, balanced and focussed on what he was doing.  Among his many records is the fact that he completed (110) and won (30) more postal 18xx games than any other person.  There are more wins to come as the games where he built a winning position finish.  I read that he also completed the most postal Railway Rivals.  He is already missed.





Keith’s last set of Minstrel orders was postmarked the day before he died and have been used this time.  I will order for games nearing the end; so that’s Outpost M4, 1829F14, 1830X14 – I’ll lodge orders with my brother to demonstrate no unfair advantage.  I’d like volunteers to pick up Keith’s other games – 1835Q15, 1829V15, 1830K16 & 1829O16.  All final results will be recorded in Keith’s name.  I can provide a map – and complete status files if you have my adjudication program.  Please let me know.





I will be finishing one of the games from Keith’s own remaining publication – Track Events.  This is 1830J15 and the players are Peter Hawkins, Don Smith, Stephen Webb & Richard Lunn.  Welcome to Stephen & Richard, welcome back to Peter.  I have orders from Richard, others by the deadline please – it’ll be a copy of the last ones you sent to Keith for OR7 & OR8 (with a stop after OR7 if a 5 is bought).

New Games.  Two 1830 games are concisely announced this time … see below.  Any questions then please let me know.  A new standard Outpost will start once M4 finishes … so that’s probably Minstrel 263.  There are now 5 names on the list (which some think is a tough number) so more welcomed. Currently half the 18xx games in Minstrel are 1829 and that is rather unusual.  The two 1830s starting below, plus the next start which will be an 1856, will make the mix more typical of recent years. 





Just space to report that the holiday in Menorca was good. George	I did not see the move coming.  I honestly thought that with the CGR having a 5 train I could make the 2 companies work well.  Well, time was not on my side, neither was the CA.  So it’s congrats to Graham and a question mark against holding back the launching of a company.





Tony	I always thought that Mike would go bankrupt if he did not fold CA into the CGR.  George’s manoeuvre forced me to buy a diesel, as the order of companies did not allow me to remove the 5 train from GT into the TGB and then to buy a diesel later.





Graham	I think this was a high standard game with experienced players.  It resemble 1830 with all the takeovers, and this “versatility” (other 1856 games have seen no change of president) makes 1856 a great game.





GM	Yes, it was a well-played game.  Mike made his slip and it turned out to have a significant impact and he was struggling thereafter.  The run up to the CGR merger can present opportunities for creativity that are not investigated in some games.  Similarly, the tempo of an 1856 game depends on the alertness and acuity of the players … games (amongst players who know the game) can be processional or they can be more provoking like what this one was.
