Lyndon	In many ways this was a strange game which ended mercifully quickly for three of the players.  I really didn't do anything special to secure the win, other than take advantage of David's error at the start.  I trust that he has learned one of the reasons why you don't start your first company at $100.  After that, he was always struggling.





	You could take the view that John W. was unlucky in that all the '5' trains had already been purchased by the time the GT was due to operate.  Having only bought five shares this meant that the GT would not operate, and when it did finally float it wouldn't be fully capitalised.  Then you notice that one of the '5' trains was bought by the LPS, John's other company, so his situation was partly self-inflicted.





	I don't know why Peter had his sudden brainstorm.  Had he missed the fact that a '4' train would drop into the bank when the WGB bought the first '6' train?  For most of the game he had been setting himself up to run the CGR, then at the last minute he decided to keep the CA running, which was clearly not a correct decision.  Without this, he would have had a very solid position, with plenty of CGR shares and plenty of cash for the next stock round.





	It is more difficult to put a finger on what John S. did wrong.  The only thing I can come up with is his failure to start a second company. Normally, the '5' trains aren't bought as quickly as they were in this game and he may have thought he could wait until the following stock round.





Peter	It was all going reasonably well - right up to the point I realised I had to force the bankruptcy - ho hum Thanks for an interesting game





David	Some good moves by Lyndon caught me out (and the others too). One more round before the CGR and I’d have kept a company and a more respectable value, but probably no better position if John W still went down. Well done.

Builds	Expect an average of around 12 points per round as single build allowance.  I think that if we had three “die rolls” then, with them being low, it would be too restrictive/random for the hills and we’d need a special rule for the Mersey Tunnel.
