I am missing one set of orders for the new Railway Rivals game, hopefully simply because of holidays.  If it they arrive before I go away then I will send the report on preferences to all players.



I hung on for that last set of orders this time as there was time because the deadline had to be extended anyway due to a holiday I’m taking somewhat later than planned in September.  The possible dates kept moving and in the end we’re staying in a 3 bed apartment that has just been bought and furnished by a work colleague.  He’s Dutch but it should still be okay.  It’s on the ground floor with terraces which is important.  The development has shared swimming pools and there is a beach (also shared) within walking distance.  It’s about 100km down the coast from Barcelona in a village without package tour hotels although I wouldn’t be surprised to find it just merges into the neighbouring resorts which do have them.  It looks like there’s a throbbing pleasure centre to one side and an upmarket old fishing port to the other.  The definitions of pleasure and upmarket may well turn out to be subjective.



Over the second weekend we’ll go to Ceret near Perpignan for the annual festival.  We’ll stay with friends who have a house there – they will take part in the 20km festival run on the Sunday morning without us.  Other people might fly in to stay with us for the first weekend so the holiday will have texture.



I made a casual reference to 1829 Extreme in the SDR1 report for 1829H18 last time.  It just came out and didn’t have any particular meaning – but did attract a few enquiries.  I guess it was a mixture of programming regimes referred to as “Extreme”, the quality of the players in 1829H18 and the fact that one player had asked if Survey Parties were being used – to which the reply was “yes, this the proper game, no wimping out by dispensing with them” and the “Extreme” allusion just popped out.



Lille was a pleasant surprise.  Certainly easy to get to and we stayed just across the road from the Lille Europe station.  Good “out of town” situation with an easy walk past the Eurolille centre and the Lille Flandres stations (used to be the Gare du Nord in Paris until it was transported and rebuilt in Lille brick by brick) into the centre and thence to the old town and the park & woods that surround the Bastille that houses the headquarters of the French Army.  



More than enough sights, shops and restaurants for our four days although we did spend one of them on an excursion to Dunkerque to get some sea air.  Not much else to recommend in that town.  The cost was €7 including €5 for a railcard that gives reduced price tickets for a year (reasonable conditions apply).  The trains ran on time and free buses were at Dunkerque station to take passengers to the beach & promenade (and back to the station later).  The new Metro in and through Lille was efficient and cheap.  All very much a contrast to the conditions and failures I was faced with on London’s Underground when I got back.
